Short sale processing time should be streamlined beginning April
5, 2010 for mortgages serviced by those lenders participating in
the Home Affordability Foreclosure Alternatives Program
(HAFA). It allows homeowners to receive pre-approved short
sale terms before a contract for sale and purchase is signed includ-
ing the minimum acceptable net proceeds for a primary residence.
Mortgage services will be prohibited from requiring a reduction in
the real estate commission agreed upon in the listing agreement up
to 6%. The Program requires the homeowner to be fully released
from future liability for the first mortgage debt, and if a second
mortgagee receives incentive payments under HAFA, that debt
will be fully released as well (no cash contribution, promissory
note or deficiency judgments). The mortgage must have originated
before 2009 and the unpaid principal balance cannot exceed
$729,750.00. There are additional requirements with which we
will become familiar before the effective date of the Program. Not
all mortgage lenders will be participating in the Program.
